Magic Seed :

Istherereally adifferencein bird seed?What is
the"magic’ seed?

First and foremogt, thereisadifferencein bird
seed. Differencesarefound bothinthe“taste” prefer-
encesof birdsaswell asthequality and nutritional
vauefor wildlife. Many of thecommercial bird seed
mixesfoundin grocery andlargeretail shopsarefilled
with“filler” grainssuch asmilo (thesmall red seed L ‘
about the size of aBB), oats, wheat and cracked
corn. Thesegrainsareal very inexpensiveto grow
and are densewhich makeit very easy toget abag’'s
weight upto 5 or 10 Ibsand keep the pricelow. NEW BirdQuest Spiral

The problem that anyonewho hasgonedown Peanut Feeder - $29.99
the* cheap seed” road findsout isthat most birds (especialy the pretty ones)
don't particularly likethegrains. The companiesare smart enoughtothrowina
few sunflower seedsand millet to makethe bag look better. The* cheap” bird
seedisgeneraly quitedirty. Not only arefolksbuying seed that birdswill not
eat, they arepaying for dirt, stemsand even rocks.

Enough ranting about the bad stuff, let’stalk about what birdsreally like.
TheAudubon Society of Western Pennsylvaniadid agreat study afew years
ago on seed preferences. Their goa wasto formulatetheir custom bird seed
and only usethe seedsthat birds of that arealiked. Yes, they put out “junk”
seedsaswell asthe* good stuff”. And, yesit followed pretty closely withwhat
all reputable surveysshow. Hereiswhat birdswant:

1) Black Oil Sunflower —it should be present in all feeder stationsthat
don’t mind the hullsthat gather under thefeeders. For thosewho do mind, use
hulled sunflower kernels (hearts) or chips. Most birdsloveit.

2) Safflower - therearethosewho will arguewith mehere, butitisthe
number one seed of choicefor the cardinals, housefinchesand morning doves
inmy yard. Squirrels, starlings, gracklesand even house sparrowsreally don't
likeit. Itisinmost good mixesand | have onebig tubefeeder with atray
dedicatedtoit.

3) Peanuts—no one should be surprised that birdsor amost any animal
wouldlove peanuts. They arehighin oil andfat and convert easily to body
heat. Even thoughit can drive up the cost, most good mixeshave somenuts. It
isfar more economical tofeed raw shelled peanutsviawire mesh peanut

feeders. Woodpeckers, nuthatchesand many otherslove
them.

4) Millet —this seed often getsabad rap. Many
confuseit with milo (remember, #1 onthejunk list) andit
quite often getstossed ontheground. Milletisatrue
favorite of many of the ground feederslikejuncos, white-
throated sparrows, indigo buntingsand doves. Itisasoa
favorite of thelessdesirable house sparrow. My problem
isthat | havethemanyway so| usemillet
asaground throw to both keep my house
sparrows out of my good feedersand
keepmy “good” ground feedershappy.

5) Nyjer —also erroneoudy known
asthistle. Nyjerisaspeciaty seedthat is
afavorite of the beloved goldfinch. A few
other birdslikeit but for the most part, a
feeder filled with nyjer isfor thefinches. It
isgrowninfar away landsand sterilized
before being imported.

Mix or don’t mix. | haveread that if you do not mix
your seeds, youwill not have anissuewith bird throwing
seed to theground. Wrong. Thissoundsnicebut it
doesn’t work that way.

OK. Let'sgoover dl of this. Black Oil Sunflower is
the best overall seed but to attract adiverse mix of birds,
avariety of clean, high quality seedisbest. Lessdirt and
grains, more quality seedsequal agreater valuetoyou
andyour birds.

Cheap suet cakes are generally filled with “fillers’, usually a cheap
bag of bird seed. The birds that feed on suet cakes do it for the suet, not the millet seed in the cake.
Better suet cakes cost alittle more but contain only the basic incredients that the birds want. My
choices for the best winter cakes #1 Pure Suets, #2 Woodpecker Treat & #3 Peanut Treat.
