If asmaller bird
can seethe hawk coming, they are often ableto usetheir quicknessto get to
cover. Inthe case of thekinghbirds, they smply were keeping clear of the
hawks head and talons asthey pecked at her.

Why do birdsmob other birds. Thetheory isthat they arechasing a
potentia predator fromtheir territory. Owlsand hawksarefrequent victims
of crows, jaysand otherswhile crows and jays are of ten mobbed by king-
birds, mockingbirdsand even smaller species. Other victimsinclude Great
BlueHerons, Turkey Vulturesand Common Nighthawks. It playsout likea
reverse pecking order.

Thebehavior isnot limited to would be avian predators. Small birds
will harasssnakes, chipmunksand all types

of animalsthat get closeto their nestsor
young.

Doesmobbing work?In short the
answer is“no.” Repeated studies show that
whilethebird being harassed does|eavethat
areawhilebeing pestered, it will returntothe
arealater.

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Time To Ask Mark. ..

Q. Havetherebeen morelndigo Buntingsthan usual around thissummer ?

A. Therereally have been. We alwaysget callsabout thelittle bright blue birds at peoples
feedersinthe spring but hardly ever during therest of the summer. Thisyear we havereceived
lotsof callsabout indigosat peoples’ feedersall summer long. What iseven moresurprisngto
meisthat most of the reports have been of them feeding with goldfinchesat nyjer feeders. In
the spring we primarily seethem eating millet, sunflower or sunflower chips. Who knows,
perhapsthisthe start of anew wonderfully beautiful bird enhancing our summer feeding
dations.

Q.Ashot and dry asthissummer season hasbeen, doyou think bluebirdswill try to g B —
nest threetimeslikethey normally do?

Q.Howdol keep theantsand beesout of my hummingbird feeder s?
A. Thesearetwo of themost frequently asked questions each summer. Antsare easy. We sall thefantagticlittle
Nectar Protector from Songbird Essentials. Thisdevice, when filled with water, keepsthe antsfrom ever getting to
your nectar feeders. It issimple, inexpensiveand truly doesthejob. Beeson the other hand areavery difficult task
indeed. M ost anything we do to discourage beeswill affect the hummingbirds. A suggestion we came across recently
had to do with the saucer type hummingbird feedersliketheAspects Hummzinger and Droll Yankee. It hasbeen
recommended not tofill thosetypesof feeder past half full. The hummingbird’slong tongue can easily
reach the nectar but beeshavetroublewithit. The anti-beetipsthat comewith certain feedershave been
effectivefor many customerswhile othershavefound them disappointing.

Q. Isthereanything | can doto keep theraccoonsout of my feeder s?

A. Thisisabattlewefight constantly and reportsare that raccoon numbersarevery high thisyear. There
aresevera thingstotry. If you arefeeding from your deck, you pretty much haveto takeyou feedersin at
night. With any luck, you can get themto moveaong. If you arefeeding from apole systemin your yard
the solutionisto add araccoon baffleto your setup. Thisisnot to be confused with asquirrel baffle.
Squirrel bafflesaretoo small to keep adult raccoonsout. If they are bothering your suet feeders, give s S82D Raccoon
C& S'sHot Pepper Delight atry. Thebirdsdon’t mind but furry animalsfinditalittletoo hot tohandle. ¢ squirrel Baffle
